+ You can use any fabric or combination of fabrics, decoration, and finish, but please do not spend a
lot of money on your materials. We will be looking at your creativity and technical skills not the
value/quality of the materials.

+  Photograph the garment being worn by the person for whom it was made. Styling is encouraged.
After the deadling, all applications, garments and digital portfolios, will be reviewed by the panel and

you will receive an email advising the result of your application.
